KEY TERMS

A. Referee

Responsible for toss, jumpers, and arrow. Can designate other official to toss.
B. Umpire No. 1 (tableside sideline)

Responsible for visiting team warm-up, the toss, jumpers, and starting the clock.

C. Umpire No. 2 (sideline opposite table)

Responsible for home team warm-up and 8 non-jumpers.

II.
JUMP BALL TO START GAME – Page 121
A. If ball goes right from the toss, U2 becomes Lead; U1 becomes Center; and the   Referee holds and then becomes Trail and verifies the Alternating Possession arrow.  Page 122
B. If the ball goes left from the toss, U1 becomes Lead; U2 becomes Center; and the Referee holds and then becomes Trail and verifies the Alternating Possession arrow.  Page 123
III.
COURT COVERAGE

Primary Coverage Area – Page 109
A. Rotation – Page 125 - 128
Lead initiates rotation by moving to ballside when ball changes sides of court basketline while in frontcourt. Page 125
Center can initiate a rotation by moving to the Trail position when the ball lands in the Center area. Page 127
Always be aware of ball, players and officials’ location.

B. Lead Official – pages 105 and 106

Work the entire endline.

Apply close down principle, A–B–C.

Work strongside (ball location).

Officiate post players in 3-second lane while crossing lane during rotation. (B to C principle).
Always double the sideline on throw-in.

C. Center Official – pages 105 and 106
Position is across court from ballside, free throw line-extended, 1 step above or below as each play dictates.

Sideline responsibility from endline to endline on his/her side of the court.

Assists Trail in transition, moves with progress of ball.


Responsible for across the court coverage during transition play. – page 110
D. Trail Official – pages 105, 106 and 107
Position is ballside using top of circle as a guideline.

When Lead initiates change of sides, Trail closes down and rotates to become new Center.

Responsible for near sideline, division line, and the backcourt endline.

Trail rarely moves below top of key area.

Trail and Center have equal responsibility for the 5-second closely guarded player call. The Trail is responsible for closely guarded counts to the farther lane line extended.

Trail and Center have equal responsibility for goaltending and basket interference. 
IV. 
LAST SECOND SHOT RESPONSIBILITY – page 107, Official, opposite the scorers’ table, has primary responsibility.  This could be the Center of the Trail.  
V.
THROW-INS

Sidelines – pages 137 and 138 – Always 2 officials DOUBLE THE SIDE LINE
A. All throw-ins in backcourt administered by new Trail.

B. Ball may be bounced, except on endline in frontcourt. 
C. Center remains to help Trail and positions himself/herself slightly ahead of the ball. If the ball is out of bounds on Center’s side of court, Center becomes new Lead and

doubles the sideline.


Endlines – Pages 135-136
A. On the endline in the frontcourt, the Lead has option to administer an endline throw-in from either inside or outside of the thrower, whichever provides the best possible coverage.
B. On the endline from a team’s backcourt, Administering Official will position self between thrower-in and the sideline.
VI.
TIMEOUTS – Pages 176-182
A. Positioning (30-second – pages 180, 181 and 60-second – pages 178,179)

1. Closest official to where the ball will be inbounded remains with the ball.

2. Official granting timeout reports it to the table.

3. Sixty (60) second timeouts—First marked lane space adjacent to the endline farthest from the benches. Page 179
4. Thirty (30) second timeouts—top of each 3-point arc. Page 180
VII.
FOULS AND FREE THROW ADMINISTRATION – Pages 141 to 175
The Lead official administers all free throws.
A. Switches

1. Foul in the frontcourt and ball to remain in frontcourt:

a. Official who calls the foul (Administering Official) will move to opposite the scorer’s table after reporting foul.

b. If opposite side official makes call, there is no switch.

c. When Administering Official moves to opposite the scorer’s table, the official could become the Center or Trail.
d. If there will be free throws, the Administering Official will become the Center.  The Trail prior to the final free throw will be positioned on the division line and then will move to the position adjacent to the top of the 3-point arc.
e. If there will be no free throws and the throw-in spot is on the scorer’s side, the Administering Official will become the Center opposite the scorer’s table.

f. If there will be no free throws and the throw-in spot will be on the end line, the Administering Official will become either the Center or Trail opposite the scorer’s table.

g. The two officials who did not make the call will freeze vision while the Administering Official reports the foul and moves to the position opposite the scorer’s table.

h. Do not make your switches through the three-second lane; move around the players.

2. Foul called in frontcourt with subsequent throw-in from backcourt:

a. Official who calls the foul (Administering Official) will move to opposite the scorer’s table after reporting foul.  

b. If free throws are administered, the Administering Official is always the Lead, opposite the scorer’s table.  One of the non-calling officials will fill the position vacated by the Administering Official.
VIII. 
SOME ABSOLUTES


A. Always double the sidelines on all throw-ins.
B. If you see a foul, call it.  Coaches do not care about your PCA.
C. If you call a foul, you always go opposite the scorer’s table.
D. Switches occur during dead ball situation (e.g. foul situations)

E. Rotations occur during live ball situations often initiated by the Lead and dependent on ball location.

F. It is OK to have 2 Centers but it is never OK to have 2 Trails
G. Your goal is to get the play RIGHT.

H. Assist your partner when necessary.

I. If there is double whistle with LEAD, the LEAD has first opportunity for call.
J. Referee the defense; Call the obvious; Call in your primary area; Trust your partner.
K. Ball in your PCA

a. Responsible for ball and players in PCA

i. “Narrow” vision e.g. “pivot” foot, illegal screens, etc

L. Ball out of your PCA

a. Responsible for all players in PCA


i. Don’t “ball watch”…BUT… be aware of where the ball is

ii. “Expand” vision…if few players/action
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
